Our School Programs

EICS offers quality, Catholic education programming for
grades Kindergarten to 12. Our wide-variety of programs
provide students with the opportunity to become valuable
community members - before and after graduation. The
following are only some of the specialized programs we offer.

Language Programs:

French Immersion is designed for children who do not
speak French at home. It provides students with the ability to
live, learn and work in both French and English and creates the
foundation for the exploration of other languages.

French Immersion is offered at Ecole Our Lady of Perpetual
Help School for Grades K-9 and at Archbishop Jordan
Catholic High School for Grades 10-12.

Ukrainian Bilingual Program is designed for students
who have no Ukrainian experience or background. It follows
the Alberta Program of Studies in all subject areas and is taught
through Ukrainian Language Arts. It is integrated into other
subject areas as well, including technology, computer skills, and
Ukrainian cultural programs.

Our Ukrainian Program is offered at Father Kenneth Kearns
Catholic School for Grades K-6; Jean Vanier Catholic School for
Grades 7-9; and Archbishop Jordan Catholic High School for
Grades 10-11.

Spanish Language Training is offered at Ecole Our Lady
of Perpetual Help Catholic School beginning in Grade 4, as
well as at St. Mary’s Catholic School (Grades 7-12).

CTS Programs:
At EICS, students have access to state-of-the-art labs where
they are given a hands-on opportunity to explore Career and
Technology Studies (CTS) subjects like
Food, Art, Construction, Fabrication, Video
and Communications Technologies.
